BECAUSE OF THE DIRTY QUARTERS IN WHICH THEY WORKED. IN 1940 KHAKI UNIFORMS WERE
AUTHORIZED FOR OTHER PERSONNEL AS WELL. TO INDICATE RANK AND BRANCH, THE OFFICER'S
UHIFORM HAD BLACEK CUFF BRAID ANMD AN EMBROIDERED CORPS DEVICE ABOVE THE BRAID. THIS
UMIFORM WAS MODIFIED IN 1947 BY REMOVING THE CUFF BRAID AND CORPS DEVICE, AND PLACING
LOOPS ON THE SHOULDERS TO ACCOMMODATE THE STAMDARD MAVY SHOULDER MARK. THESE 1931

UNIFORMS ARE RARELY FOUND AS ALL WERE CONVERTED TO MEET THE NEW REGULATIONS.
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
