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PUBLISHER’S NOTE

Costume Through the Ages consists of 1225 numbered illustrations (counting the
unnumbered ones, there are over 1440 altogether) drawn and arranged by Erhard Klepper. In
an unbroken series of drawings, this volume represents 1900 years of costume—from the 1st
century until 1930. What helps lend the book its unique character as an unusually valuable
reference tool is the almost total lack of interpretation brought to bear upon subject matter
that might otherwise—in a slightly less scholarly spirit—be infused with the idiom of the day.

Culled from a myriad of sources ancient and modern—including statuary, sculpture, mosaics,
monuments, illuminated manuscripts, paintings, engravings, caricatures, lithographs, fashion
plates, photographs, and magazines—the work achieves its avowed aim of preserving the
essential lines of the clothing depicted, while meticulously rendering each and every precious
detail. The numbers that accompany most of the illustrations correspond to “Notes on the
Sources” at the end of the book.
