This collection of pages taken from Altman’s seasonal catalogs
chronicles the change from the post World War I fashions, with hems
hovering just above the ankle, to the knee-skimming “flapper” costumes of
the mid- to late-20s.

In addition to day and evening wear for women, these pages also feature
lingerie and accessories such as hats and shoes, as well as clothing for boys
and girls.
